After further discussion, EO Ferrer reminded the members that
it is not the Board’s responsibility to make sure companies are
providing the appropriate training. The Board needs to make
sure that applicants meet the minimum statutory requirements
for licensure. She asked if the Board would like to take a
position on these bills. The Board takes no position on this bill
and requested the EO to track it.

Ms. Nakasone suggested to talk to the legislator that
introduced the bill to get an idea where they are coming from
and what they are trying to achieve. The Board requested the
EO to report any findings at the next meeting.
