Chairperson Polischeck called for a recess from the Board’s meeting at 8:35 a.m.
to discuss and deliberate on the following adjudicatory matters pursuant to HRS
chapter 91.

1. Settlement Agreements
a. In the Matter of the Contractor’s License of Marc |. Labrack; CLB 2017-
124-L

Respondent Marc I. Labrack allegedly submitted an application for his
specialty contractor’s license wherein he answered “No” to question 3
which asks, “In the past 2 years, have you ever been convicted of a crime
which has not been annulled or expunged?” when in fact on or about
March 30, 2016, a Judgment was filed reflecting Respondent’s conviction
for Operating a Vehicle Under the Influence of an Intoxicant in Case No.
3DTA-15-03114. Respondent also allegedly changed his address and
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failed to report the change in address within the thirty days required by
law.

If proven at an administrative hearing, the allegations would constitute
violations of HRS 88 436B-19(5), 444-17(10), 436B-17 and HAR § 16-77-
8(a).

Respondent agrees to pay an administrative fine in the amount of
$750.00.

After discussion, it was moved by Mr. Konishi, seconded by Mr. Kagawa,
and unanimously carried to approve the Settlement Agreement Prior to
Filing of Petition for Disciplinary Action and Board'’s Final Order in the
above case.

In the Matter of the Contractor’s License of Samuel K. Alameda, Jr.; CLB
2016-467-L

Respondent Samuel K. Alameda, Jr. allegedly failed to disclose that he
was convicted of Assault in the 2"! Degree, a Class C Felony, on or about
March 19, 2010 in the Circuit Court of the Third Circuit, State of Hawaii,
on his application for a sole proprietor contractor’s license dated
February 20, 2013. Respondent also allegedly failed to disclose that he
was convicted of Driving Under the Influence of Alcohol on or about

April 26, 2016 and Driving While License Suspended or Revoked on or
about August 1, 2016 in the District Court of the Third District, State of
Hawaii, on his contractor’s license renewal application dated August 14,
2016.

If proven at an administrative hearing, the allegations would constitute
violations of HRS 88§ 436B-19(5) and 444-17(10).

Respondent agrees to pay an administrative fine in the amount of
$1,000.00.

After discussion, it was moved by Mr. Lee, seconded by Mr. Konishi, and
unanimously carried to approve the Settlement Agreement Prior to Filing
of Petition for Disciplinary Action and Board’s Final Order in the above
case.

a. ForeverLawn Hawaii

Requests a determination on the contractor’s license that is required to install
ForeverLawn artificial turf.

ForeverLawn Hawaii is seeking to install turf at private residences, commercial
office buildings, veterinary clinics, school courtyards, etc. and possibly install turf
around playground equipment but not install the actual equipment. No athletic
field installations have been sought out and ForeverLawn will never be in the
business of play court surfacing.

Mr. Joe Sanchez and Mr. Jakob Laissey, ForeverLawn Hawaii were present.
Members reviewed the information provided by Mr. Sanchez.

The Board asked Mr. Sanchez to describe the installation process of the product.
Mr. Sanchez stated that the ForeverLawn turf has a three-layer backing system
and unlike other artificial turf, the blades of grass cannot be seen on the backing.
ForeverLawn turf is made by a carpet manufacturer and its installation is similar
to carpet laying.

Mr. Sanchez went on to say that he was told to verify with the Board as to the
type of contractor’s license that is required to perform the installation.

Mr. Laissey stated that three inches of crushed rock aggregate is placed on the
cleared ground. The turf is placed on the crushed rock aggregate bed and
secured in place with 6-inch spikes. Perimeter boards made of high density
polyethylene are installed to frame the area and the turf is also stapled to the
perimeter boards. This turf is cost beneficial because it is durable and needs no
water, fertilizer or mowing. For large scale projects, ForeverLawn Hawaii hires a
general contractor to do the ground preparation. For the smaller residential
projects, ForeverLawn Hawaii self-performs the project.

Mr. Jeffrey S. Masatsugu, Floor Layers MRF, stated that a C-7 Carpet laying
contractor’s license should be considered because the C-7 contractor can do this
work. He read the definition of the C-7 Carpet laying contractor as follows:

“To apply or install acceptable fabric floor coverings, artificial turf, or other
prefabricated materials to surfaces.”

Mr. Masatsugu stated that other companies with a C-7 Carpet laying contractor’'s
license install artificial turf on small projects. He was not sure if these companies
also install turf with infill. He also stated that it was clear by the plain language of
their CBA that carpet layers can install artificial turf.

Mr. Pele Lui-Yuen, Floor Layers LU 1926 District Council 50, stated that C-7
contractors can install artificial turf both inside and outside. He also wanted to
recognize that the C-7 Carpet laying contractors are moving into the installation
of artificial turf on football fields, including turf with infill. Their union affiliates on
the mainland do the earthwork requiring heavy machinery; local C-7 contractors
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Executive

are not installing artificial turf on football fields. Mr. Lui -Yuen believes that
ForeverLawn is a better product than what is currently installed on recreation
fields; it has a life span of 12 to 15 years. He stated that the Roosevelt High
School football field was installed eight years ago and is already deteriorated.

Mr. Lui-Yuen felt that the C-27 Landscaping contractor should not be able to
install artificial turf because the classification description does not state “artificial
turf.” The Board stated that the C-7 classification description does not include
earthwork. The C-27 classification includes earthwork. Mr. Sanchez stated that
his company could sub out the earthwork and only perform the installation of the
turf; however, he will leave it up to the Board to determine the license he is
required to obtain.

Mr. Sanchez stated that ForeverLawn Hawaii is the only company with this turf;
infill is optional, except in sports field applications where infill is required.
ForeverLawn Hawaii is trying to stay away from installing turf with infill.
ForeverLawn synthetic grass is unique in that the granular crushed rock is
incorporated for drainage. The backing is soft and allows the water to go straight
through the product.

b. County of Hawaii

Requests a determination on the contractor’s license that is required to replace
the existing truck scale at West Hawaii Sanitary Landfill.

Requests a determination on the contractor’s license that is required to evacuate
anhydrous ammonia from a refrigeration system into approved storage totes for
shipment using portable pumps and hand tools. No alterations, additions, or
repairs to the existing system, facility, or equipment are made.

At 9:00 a.m., it was moved by Mr. Kagawa, seconded by Mr. Isemoto, and
unanimously carried to enter into executive session pursuant to HRS section
92-5(a)(4) to consult with Krishna F. Jayaram, deputy attorney general, on
guestions and issues pertaining to the Board’s powers, duties, privileges,
immunities, and liabilities.

At 9:52 a.m., it was moved by Mr. Matsuoka, seconded by Mr. Kagawa, and
unanimously carried to move out of executive session and to reconvene to the
Board’s regular order of business.

a. ForeverLawn Hawaii

Requests a determination on the contractor’s license that is required to install
ForeverLawn artificial turf.
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ForeverLawn Hawaii is seeking to install turf at private residences, commercial
office buildings, veterinary clinics, school courtyards, etc. and possibly install turf
around playground equipment but do not install the actual equipment. No athletic
field installations have been sought out and ForeverLawn will never be in the
business of play court surfacing.

Recommendation: A C-68FF Synthetic field surface contractor’s license is
required to perform the broad range of applications described in the information
provided on ForeverLawn synthetic grass.

The Board also discussed other specialty licenses that may also install these
types of products, including the C-3b Play court surfacing, C-7 Carpet laying, and
C-27 Landscaping, depending on the scope and type of work to be done.

Mr. Lui-Yuen stated that in California, the C-7 Carpet laying and the C-21
Flooring contractor can install artificial turf on football fields. He also stated that
ForeverLawn is a carpet product because it is made by carpet manufacturers
Shaw and Tarkett. The Board stated that it does not license the product because
the same product may be installed or used for different purposes. The Board
believes that the C-7 classification is limiting given the broad application of the
ForeverLawn synthetic grass system; the C-7 classification does not include infill,
or the ground preparation which includes installing the granular crushed rock for
drainage. The C-68FF Synthetic field surface classification was created for
synthetic field infill systems.

Mr. Lui-Yuen stated that the C-7 classification description includes artificial turf.
Mr. Sanchez asked the Board if his company could be subcontracted just to lay
the artificial turf on a surface that has been prepared by an appropriately licensed
contractor. The Board responded yes.

b. County of Hawaii

Requests a determination on the contractor’s license that is required to replace
the existing truck scale at West Hawaii Sanitary Landfill.

The Board stated that after reviewing the information provided, it is difficult to
make a determination because this project is still being designed and lacks
detailed information on the work for the installation of the scale.

Recommendation: Defer this matter pending the receipt of additional information
on the scale that will be installed and detailed information on the work that is
being performed for the installation of the truck scale.
