S.B. 2644, S.D. 2, H.D. 2, C.D. 1 (Act 068, SLH 2022),
Relating to Electrical Contractors

Extends until 6/30/2027 Act 65, Session Laws of Hawalii
2013, as amended by Act 60, Session Laws of Hawaii 2018,
which provides a limited exemption to the licensing
requirements for certain individuals in situations when an
electric utility must retain qualified individuals to work with
high voltage (six hundred volts or higher) who are not
licensed in the State but are otherwise deemed qualified by
the electric utility, provided that the public utility certifies to
the Board of Electricians and Plumbers that, after solicitation
of a request for proposal, no electrician responded to the
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Election of Officers:

public utility recruited outside the State.
